“Often the smells we associate with ‘newness’ are actually mass amounts of VOCs that attack our olfactory senses, while driving headache-inducing or sinus-triggering chemicals into our bloodstream and brains,” warned Scott. The source?

“New carpet, paint, insulation, pesticides and the thousands of chemical compounds used in construction all contribute mightily. Insurance companies, tightening policies, and aggressive attorneys are forcing a response,” said Scott. 

But as a contractor, what can you do?
The first step toward improving indoor air quality is filtration. But there’s a catch. “High energy efficiency and excellent filtration run counter to each other,” says Rich. “The ideal filter traps VOCs (by using carbon filtration) and has a low pressure drop, so it lowers energy costs. It’s a double bonus.”
