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Quality Flow air filters extend service life 25-50 percent


ROBERTSDALE, ALA –A year ago, Larry Linyard, operations manager for American Filtration, was confronted with helping a local refinery that had built a large laboratory complex solve an air filtration problem. The lab had three variable air systems. The combination of high, turbulent air volume and outside moisture often reduced the service life of its current filtration system to less than three weeks.  The reduced life of the filters and the wasted energy were problematic enough, but the resulting high costs reached a critical point.


In searching for options for his customer, Linyard was introduced to the new Quality Flow filters.


“The change extended the service life to three months and more,” Linyard said. “The cost savings in materials and energy really satisfied our customer.”


In continuing to recommend the Quality Flow, Linyard said in most cases the Quality Flow has extended the service life by 25 to 50 percent, reducing costs and increasing efficiency.


“One of the main reasons the 4” Quality Flow is so successful is that it has the lowest pressure drop in the industry,” Jason Henderly of Quality Filters, Inc. said. “The low pressure drop means big energy savings, and the higher dust-holding feature means a longer service life.”

Joseph Schumann of Greenleaf Filtration said he installed the Quality Flow filters in “the worst environment application I have seen in years.”


“The (Quality Flow) filters not only are handling high heat, large air flows and a demanding wet environment,” Schumann said, “but they have also not yielded bacterial growth, have kept very low pressure drops, and have not degraded in a such a demanding application.” 


The unique features of the 4” Quality Flow make it a sustainable component for the LEED/Green Building Initiative. It uses a proprietary media to create a dynamically different filter that is cost-effective, has the lowest pressure drop on the market, and lasts longer than standard filters.  The filter is MERV 13/MERV 14 rated (per ASHRAE test standard 52.2) and exceeds the LEED standard.  The 4” Quality Flow also outperforms a typical 12” box filter, costs less and stores easily.


Tom Riddell, president of STMS Enterprises, Inc., Air Filter Sales and Service, said he conducted a side-by-side comparison of the life and cost of a traditional 12” rigid style filter to a 4” Quality Flow.


“After six months of actual service, we and our customers have been exceedingly impressed with the extended life and the operational stability of these filters,” Riddell said. “The overall costs, from purchasing through installation, have been significantly reduced to the customer, but more important, the traditional annual change cycle has been extended to an average of 18 months, further increasing the savings.”

Riddell said the filter’s performance in high humidity and heavy dust areas has surpassed previously installed rigid products in every application.
